Sadly each year some entries have to be disqualified because they are not in 
accordance with the class descriptions in the schedule. So please read the 
classes you are planning to enter carefully! This year, look out for: 
 

 New screw-top lids for preserves are available at the AGM for a few 
pence each. These are preferred by most judges! 

 Classes for fresh Eggs. Do you keep hens, ducks, geese or quails? Judged 
on appearance only – so you can be imaginative in presentation if you 
wish. Nests, baskets, straw-lined boxes – use your imagination. 

 Remember, photos on A5 card only please.  

 If you have any questions about how to stage an entry, ask the Stewards 
for help on the morning of the show. They will be happy to assist you. 
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
