2. Garden Flowers — annuals/biennials/perennials — one vase of mixed kinds

3. The best Flower from my Garden — 1 bloom or spray

4. Dahlias — 3 blooms, any variety — can be mixed varieties

FLORAL ART

5. ‘Fascinating Foliage’ — a vase of Autumnal Foliage & Berries — any tree or
shrub

6. ‘Autumn Colours’ — space for each exhibit 60cm square, open staging

7 A Table Decoration to include or be based on a potato and may include fruit,

nuts, veg etc
Classes 6 & 7 may contain fresh and/or dried leaves, flowers, stems, seed heads,
fruits, vegetables etc. together with any item appropriate to the theme!

FRUIT

8. Apples, dessert or cooking — 3 — named variety if possible

9. Pears, dessert — 3 — named variety if possible

10. A basket of Home-grown Fruit — to be judged on presentation, quality and
variety

VEGETABLES

11. Culinary Herbs — mixed, not flowering, in water

12. ‘Autumn Harvest’ — a collection of mixed vegetables displayed in a container, to
be judged on presentation, quality and variety

13.  Chillies — 3 — named variety if possible

14.  Pumpkin or Winter Squash — any variety

15. Funniest Vegetable

16 Cupcakes — a plate of 3 decorated cupcakes. To be judged on presentation
only

17. Decorated Biscuits — a plate of 3 decorated biscuits. To be judged on
presentation only

19. A Wreath made from any material — use your imagination
