FRIDAY 05/06/26 – After pickups we head to West Dean Gardens, nestled at the foot of the South Downs, West Dean 
Gardens in West Sussex is one of the greatest restored gardens open to the public today.
Visitors can explore a wide range of historic features on a gentle walk around the grounds. From surreal trees to the restored 
walled garden, West Dean Gardens proudly presents its rich creative and social heritage.  Later we continue to our well 
located hotel, based near Gillingham, Kent, with time to relax before our 3 course evening meal.

SATURDAY 06/06/26 – After breakfast we rejoin the coach and head to Sissinghurst Castle Garden.  Historic, poetic, iconic:
a refuge dedicated to beauty. Vita Sackville-West and Harold Nicolson fell in love with Sissinghurst Castle and created a 
world-renowned garden.  In the afternoon we relocate to Great Dixter, A vibrant, daring, and immersive garden with a 15th 
century house restored by Sir Edwin Lutyens.   Leading the way in ornamental gardening, gardening for biodiversity, and 
horticultural education. Created by the great gardener and garden writer Christopher Lloyd, OBE, VMH.

SUNDAY 07/06/26 – After breakfast we rejoIn our coach and head to Great Comp Garden,  Come and explore our tranquil
garden space that effortlessly showcases 7 acres of beautiful and rare plants that unfold and flower as the seasons move
and change. Home to an Italian Garden, romantic ruins, enchanting woodland walks, The Old Dairy Tearooms and Dyson’s
Salvias, Great Comp Garden in Sevenoaks is a fantastic day out for garden lovers.  In Spring Great Comp Garden erupts
into bloom with swathes of Magnolias, Azaleas and Rhododendrons, under planted with large drifts of Hellebores and spring
bulbs, while summer brings warmth and extravagance from one of the most comprehensive and exciting collections of
Salvias in Europe. Ornamental grasses in great variety punctuate the colourful borders and combine beautifully with the
myriad colours of late autumn.   Later we make an afternoon visit to Borde Hill, a nationally important English country
garden with magnificent views over the 383 acre Grade II* heritage listed Parkland. Planted with passion as a series of
outdoor ‘garden rooms’, highlights include the Azalea Ring, tranquil Italian Garden and stunning Rose Garden.  Time to
enjoy everything this family-run Estate has to offer. 

MONDAY 08/06/26 – Today, sadly our tour is coming to an end but on our way home we make a visit to Standen House &
Gardens.  Arts and Crafts family home with Morris & Co interiors, set in a beautiful hillside garden.  Later we continue
